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 The TEKS wants you to, "apply absolute and relative chronology through the sequencing of significant individuals, events, and time periods." You also find sequencing in TEKS 29B, "analyze information by sequencing..." The main idea of sequencing is to have the ability to place things in the order that they happened. Historians sequence in order to better explain how things develop and change over time and space.

 For an example, in order to understand World War II, a historian has to examine World War I, the effects of the Treaty of Versailles, the causes of the Great Depression, and how the Great Depression affected different nations. Understanding why things happen is the point of studying the past.
