d	 What to write about?  Your job, family, pets, 
and hobbies. You are writing to someone whose 
first language is not English and whose lifestyle 
is far simpler than yours. Include a Bible verse or 
inspirational quote.

PLEASE DON’T:

a	 Don’t send gifts or cards. Use regular size 
paper and write on only one side.

b	 Don’t include personal contact information, 
including email address.  

c	 Don’t make any promises.  If you receive 
a letter making requests of any kind (other than to 
write to them or pray for them) please contact us for 
guidance.

d	 Don’t get discouraged.  English is a second 
language for most children and they may be behind in 
their education due to family or financial situations.
